AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 5-1-6 OF THE GILLETTE CITY CODE TO
AMEND AND ADOPT THE 2017 EDITION OF THE NATIONAL ELECTRIC CODE AND
TO CLARIFY THE ADOPTION OF ALL FUTURE UPDATED VERSIONS OF THE SAME

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERING BODY OF THE CITY OF GILLETTE,
WYOMING:

SECTION ONE. Section 5-1-6 of the Gillette City Code is amended to read as follows:

§ 5-1-6. Adoption of National Electrical Code.

A. There is hereby adopted by reference the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, that
certain document as copyrighted by the National Fire Protection Association including Article 80,
also known as Annex H. Said document is hereby adopted as the Electrical Code for the
incorporated areas of the City of Gillette for regulating the installation, maintenance, operation
and repair of all electric wiring and electrical apparatus of any nature whatsoever, whether inside
or outside of any building or structure and each and all such regulations, provisions, penalties,
conditions and terms of the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, including Article 80, are
hereby referred to, adopted, and made a part thereof as though fully set forth herein, excepting
such portions as are hereinafter deleted, modified or amended. Furthermore, any future updates,
revisions, or amendments of the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, are hereby fully
incorporated by reference hereto, and without further action by the Gillette City Council or the
City of Gillette.

B. The following amendments to the National Electrical Code, as adopted by the preceding
paragraph of this section, are hereby made and incorporated in such National Electrical Code.
(1) Section 80.1 (2) of the National Electrical Code is repealed.
(2) Section 80.15 Electrical Board, of the National Electrical Code is renamed Board
of Examiners.

3) Section 80.15 (A) of the National Electrical Code is amended to read as follows:

(A) Board of Examiners. The Board of Examiners of the City of Gillette shall be the Board of
Appeals for the interpretation of the National Electrical Code and may be referred to hereinafter

as the Board.

Sections (B) through (H) of Section 80.15 of the National Electrical Code are
repealed

Section 80.23 (B) (3) of the National Electrical Code is repealed.

Sections 80.27, 80.29, 80.33 and 80.35 are repealed.

Section 230.70 (A) (1) of the National Electrical Code is amended to read as

follows:

(1) Readily Accessible Location. Outside disconnects are required for all services.

(8) Section 230.79 (C) of the National Electrical Code is amended to read as follows:

(C) One and Two Family Dwellings and Townhouses. For a one-family, two-family or

townhouse dwelling, the service disconnecting means shall have a rating of not less than 200

amperes, 3-wire.

SECTION TWO. This Ordinance shall become effective as of January 1%, 2018, at which time

the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition shall become full force and effect. Any future updates,

revisions, or amendments of the National Electrical Code, 2017 Edition, shall become effective as

when adopted and implemented by the National Fire Protection Association.
